- Easy to understand » Cognitively challenging

* Easy to reach farmers, women - Easy to reach managers, politicians

* New information » Premade statements



Conclusion

« Different output and different stakeholders
- Complementary methods

* Applicable in challenging environments BUT
* Took long: 1-2 hours
 Cannot extrapolate over time or place

* ES can open conversation and engage stakeholders, especially in high-
conflict situations
